I would like to thank the committee for this judging appointment and for their hospitality.  Thank you to exhibitors who entered their dogs under me, it was a pleasure to judge my beloved breed.  From the last time I judged I felt the breed type was quite varied.  Overall presentation was good, but I was concerned with some coat textures which were soft and woolly.


MPD (1 entry, 0 absent)
1st SMITH’S Sueacres Catch a Dream, at 6 months old he took this all in his stride.  He has a pretty head, well defined stop, and has a good ear set.  Short in the back, loved his size and shape. Nice tight cat-like feet.  He took his time going around the ring but moved soundly and was very dainty in deportment.  RBPIS
	

PD (5 entries, 1 absent)
I was splitting hairs between the first two.  Very different in type, but 1st won based on overall breed type
1st PIKE & CARTER’S Breezelyn Time of Our Lives, black boy with a lovely head and expression. Correct dark oval shaped eyes and small well set ears. Good mouth.  Would prefer him to be shorter in back.  Needs to settle in front action as he matures.

2nd BOYES’ Poshdonpoms Shooting Stars, approaching 12 months and in fabulous coat and condition.  Nice head qualities, but taller in ear than preferred.  Lovely shape. Slightly wide in front action.  Showed and presented well.

3rd BROWN’S Altina’s Albany at Yanimas


JD (4 entries, 0 absent)
1st CAWTHERA-PURDY’S Lireva’s Impossible Dream, light orange boy who was a little unsettled on the table, but gave a better performance on the floor and moved well.  Pleasing head and good mouth.  Short in back with a high set tail.  In full coat which was presented in immaculate condition.

2nd BOYES’ Poshdonpoms Touch of Class, very similar qualities to his litter mate that was second in the previous class, but slightly longer cast.  Foxy in head, with dark pigmentation and a good mouth.  Lifts slightly high in front action.  Another in fabulous coat for his age.

3rd D’ARCY’S Altina’s Kentucky at Paavali


YD (3 entries, 0 absent)
1st CAWTHERA-PURDY’S Lireva’s Wild and Wonderful, I have admired this dog as I have watched him mature.  He has a lovely head and expression, with small well set ears, and a good mouth.  He is fabulous rich orange and has a lovely coat of correct texture with a full tail plume.  Ideal size and shape for a male.  He moved very soundly and showed his socks off.  Pressed hard for the CC.   RDCC


2nd D’ARCY’S Altina’s Kentucky at Paavali, another lovely rich orange which unfortunately we don’t see enough of these days.  Appealing head with small ears, I just wish he would have used them a bit more as it detracted from his overall expression.  He has lovely cat-like feet and he is short and compact.  Moved well.

3rd SLOUGH’S Lilrosa’s Ride of Your Life


PGD (4 entries, 1 absent)
1st GOOCH’S Lireva’s Wild to Fly the Bear.  Light orange male who was presented in fabulous coat and condition.  He has a pretty head and expression with dark sparkling eyes.  Nice shape in stance, but I felt he lost his shape on the move.

2nd O’SULLIVAN’S Spanapoms Stand by Your Man, orange male who has nice head qualities with small well set ears.  Short thick coat which was presented well, just needs his coat to fill out to complete the overall picture.

3rd CHARLTON’S Vibrek Teddy Rose A Felt


LD (9 entries, 2 absent)
1st NEVE’S Styalways I’m Still Standing, I have always liked this young dog from the ringside and was pleased to go over him, he has the sweetest of heads, a good stop, and he has an alert expression, never taking his eyes of his handler.  Lovely size and shape.  In good coat of correct texture.  Moved well. 

2nd CREGG’S Lireva’s Magical Dream JW, this young dog is in full coat with a lovely long tail plume, he has nice head qualities and moved well.   He showed well on the floor but I was a bit concerned about his temperament on the table.

3rd MORGO’S Trenarwyn Walkin on Fire Jun Ch


OD (6 entries, 0 absent)
1st HOLMAN’S Ch. Altina’s Alabama True Romance JW, I judged this dog when he was a puppy and I was delighted to go over him again now that he has matured.  He has a stunning head with dark sparkling oval shaped eyes.  He is short and compact, making a lovely shape.  He has a lovely thick coat of correct texture and a fabulous tail plume covering his back.  Moved soundly.  He has the sweetest temperament and one I would definitely love to take home!  DCC and BIS

2nd CAWTHERA-PURDY’S Ch Lireva’s Flyin Back in Time, another dog whom I judged when he was younger and I must say he has matured nicely.  He is in fabulous coat and condition. He has nice head proportions, a good mouth, and he has small ears set well into his wealth of coat.  He is the perfect ball shape in stance and he moves soundly.

3rd CAWTHERA-PURDY’S Ch Lireva’s Wildest Dreams


VD (1 entry, 0 absent)
1st SLOUGH’S Special Edition of Persimoone (imp) JW  VW, well this dog is a real showman, he never put a foot wrong.  Nice head qualities, but slightly longer in muzzle than I prefer.  He is a lovely shape in stance. He has a thick dense coat which was presented well and he moved truly at all times.


SBD (3 entries, 1 absent)
1st CREGG’S Lireva’s Magical Dream JW – see limit dog

2nd BROWN’S Altina’s Albany at Yanimas, orange dog who has an attractive head, he was not in his best coat, but he moved and showed well.


MPB (5 entries, 2 absent)
1st CAWTHERA-PURDY’S Lireva’s Power of Dreams, well this girl is certainly full of character, she is slightly longer in muzzle than I prefer, but she has the correct oval shaped eyes and good ear placement.  She has a huge puppy coat which made a lovely outline in profile.  Moved well and is a real showgirl.

2nd BOYES’ Poshdonpoms Don’t Give A Fluf, orange bitch who is longer cast than preferred.  Fine in muzzle, good pigmentation and small well set ears.  Lovely cat-like feet.  Moved well and was very attentive to handler.

3rd CHINN’S Midawn Dolly Daydream


PB (7 entries, 1 absent)
1st PIKE & CARTER’S Altina’s Georgia on my Mind, at 10 months old this bitch really caught my eye.  She has the typical cheeky pom character that I love.  Lovely feminine head, dark sparkling eyes of correct shape, small well placed ears.  She is short and compact and she was in lovely coat of correct texture, with a full tail plume which completed her overall picture in profile.  Moved and showed well.  One to watch in the future! 2nd BROWN’S Altina’s After Midnight at Yanimas, black girl with a pretty head and a good mouth.  Would prefer her to be shorter in back.  Good body.  In lovely full coat and she moved well.

3rd BOYES’ Poshdonpoms Touch of Angela


JB (4 entries, 0 absent)
1st CHINN’S Altina’s Scarlet Ribbons to Midawn, very attractive bitch with lovely head qualities and a correct mouth, ideal size and shape, in lovely coat which was presented well.  Moved soundly and showed well.

2nd NORMAN’S Alexiasdream Mystery Girl, 10 month old bitch who is still very much a baby, she has a beautiful head with small well set ears.  Her coat is soft and woolly, which I hope will change as she matures.

3rd GREEN’S Mitzipoms Goddess Parvati


YB (2 entries, 1 absent)
1st CAMPBELL’S In Time Poms New Beginnings at Diemzs (imp Bgr) JW, this bitch has lots to like about her.  Pleasing head with a correct mouth, but slightly taller in ear than I would prefer, however that being said it does not detract from her overall qualities.  She is lovely to go over on the table, she is short in back, has a good body and is well-conditioned.  Lovely size and shape.  She moved soundly and she stood four-square at all times.  Presented well.    RBCC


PGB (5 entries, 0 absent)
1st CAWTHERA-PURDY’S Lireva’s Just on a Daydream, orange bitch who is fine and dainty, presented in full coat with a lovely high set tail spread over her short back, making a lovely shape in stance.  Moved slightly close in rear action.  Showed well.

2nd HOLMAN’S Altina’s Arizona, dual purpose bitch who has nice head qualities and a good mouth.  I felt she was lacking in coat on the day which affected her overall outline.  Moved soundly.

3rd SULLIVAN’S Ashkalyn Queens of Stars at Amardica


LB (6 entries, 1 absent)
1st PIKE & CARTER’S Mi Misuzi’s Flower Power for Breezelyn (imp Nor), this bitch won the class on movement.  Outgoing in personality, with alert expression.  Slightly taller in ear than I prefer. Lovely shape when standing.  Moved soundly at all times.

2nd BERRINGTON’S Altina’s Broadway Baby of Saraste, I judged this girl as a puppy and love her head and expression, she has small well-set ears and a good mouth.  In fabulous coat which was presented well.  Unfortunately I felt her weight affected her movement on the day.

3rd CREGG’S Edkbangels Zennia


OB (3 entries, 0 absent)
1st MOORES’ Klassna Tell Me More with Chibaya, dainty orange bitch who is finer in bone and muzzle, she has an alert expression with good ear placement, she has a lovely high-set tail and full plume which was carried well over her short back.  Stood four square and moved and showed well, never taking her eyes of her handler.

2nd CAWTHERA-PURDY’S Ch. Lireva’s Gloria Swanson, this bitch makes me laugh as she is full of mischief and really makes her handler work.  Pleasing head with small well set ears sitting in her full ruff, she was in lovely coat which was presented in immaculate condition. A real showgirl!
